They are all an important part of the world of 
the Peanuts gang created for Charles M. Schultz’s 
beloved comic strip. MCP is excited to be bringing 
Snoopy, Linus and all your favorite Peanuts characters 
to the stage in our spring production of You’re a Good 
Man Charlie Brown, June 16-18th & 22-24th at the 
Vergennes Opera House. 

For forty years, this musical has been delighting 
audiences of all ages, for good reason. Although the 
characters may only be five-years old, their thoughts 
speak to all of us. Add to that funny and energetic 
musical numbers, and you have the recipe for family 
fun. Audience members of all ages can delight in their 
favorite moments from the cartoon including Charlie 
Brown and his uncooperative kite, Snoopy’s combat 
with the infamous Red Baron, and of course our favorite 
baseball team that’s never had a winning record. 

Fans of the original musical by Clark Gesner will find 
something new to love in the changes and additions 
made in this 1999 revival version. The spirit of the 
original is still intact, but it has been made more relevant 
for today through updated dialogue, musical 
arrangements and two new songs.  

MCP members will see both familiar and new faces in 
the cast, which includes Justin Bouvier as Linus, Kendra 
Gratton as Snoopy, Rich Isenberg as Charlie Brown, 
Leila McVeigh as Sally, Lisa Powell as Lucy, and Rich 
Walkden as Schroeder. All of them have been working 
hard to bring out their inner children and master the 
show’s deceptively difficult musical numbers.  

Stacy Raphael directs her first MCP production, with Jen 
Allred as Musical Director and Dora Greven as Stage 
Manager. The set design by Jory Raphael aims to take 
the characters direct from the comics to the stage, with 
bright colors and oversized objects transforming the 
elegant Opera House into a page from the Sunday paper. 
It promises to be a fun night of musical theater for the 
whole family—we look forward to seeing you there!
